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7.2 Tape the edges of the chart to a smooth glass plate or use



9.2.3 The above terms (repeatability limit and reproducibil-
ity limit) are used as specified in Practice E177.

9.2.4 Any judgement in accordance with statements 9.2.1
and 9.2.2 would have an approximate 95 % probability of
being correct.

9.3 Bias—At the time of the study, there was no accepted
reference material suitable for determining the bias for this test
method, therefore no statement on bias can be made.

9.4 Materials—The paints tested in this study were
commercially-purchased white semi-gloss architectural paints.
The paints were selected because of the variation in claimed
volatile content (VOC) levels.
